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IT’S NO NIGHTMARE

Black screen. Sounds of a fight, punches, kicks, struggling bodies on the ground, deep breaths, groans, voices without specifying what is said... 

CUT

SCENE 1 – EXT. - DAY - FIELD

Summer. Noon. The sun is burning. In the middle of nowhere, with no sign of life around, amidst a dry field, a group of people (around six- men and women) are fighting. At first it is not clear who is fighting who- it seems like a mass of struggling bodies. In a while, a man is seen clearly and it seems that everybody else is hitting him. His eyes are tied with a scarf, his mouth sealed with tape, his hands tied together with rope, his legs the same. The clothes he wears are torn –from the struggle- which shows that the beating has been going on for some time, and he is soaking in sweat. Sweat in combination with soil have created mud that is visible on his clothes. The man seems in pain, he groans and gasps, trying to scream but cannot, trying to move but cannot, trying to speak but cannot, trying to defend himelf but he cannot. He seems half-dead, he seems exhausted, tired, scared and he is suffering. They keep beating him up with violence and anger, without pity, until he is full of bruises and blood... The struggle continues for some time.

CUT

SCENE 2 – INT. - DAY – OPERATING ROOM
Surgery. The man in SCENE 1 is lying on the table in the operating room. He is neat, and he is not wounded. He seems motionless but his pupils move rapidly beneath the eyelids. The people who were hitting him in SCENE 1 are the same people as the operating team, the surgeon, the nurses and the anesthetist. A cd-player is on a nearby table. It plays classical music. The sound of the heart monitor, that is near the operating table, can also be heard. The surgeon is operating somewhere around the patient’s chest. The anesthetist is singing a song and she is watching the monitor once every often. All seems normal to her. The patient’s pupils continue to move rapidly beneath the eyelids. The sounds of the fight as in the beginning, can be heard.

CUT

Black screen. The sounds continue.

TITLE

1-2 patients out of 1000 experience “anaesthesia awareness”. Most of them say that it is the worst experience they ever lived, painful physically and psychologically.
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
