News flash

Riots continue where groups of students and teachers refuse to attend school in protest to the empty desk of Adam Palussi. People all over the country have been hitting the streets in thousands to protest about the decision of the authorities to let the police officer held responsible for the accidental hit to the 14-year-old earlier this week walk free. The centre of the city is closed and police fears that anarchists groups are going to take over soon.

We are listening to Mary Combbs Williams on direct link...

Till formal charges the police officer suspected of being involved in the accidental death of Adam Palussi will remain out of prison. This is what the authorities have found proper for the 47-year-old commended police officer who claims to have been the victim in a situation where some are trying to picture him as a monster.

We quote from the announcement his lawyer made public immediately after the officer’s release…

“No one knows how it is to work among delinquents all day and when finally one of them gets stupid enough to get himself killed the wrong person gets the blame. But I have faith in the penal system of this country and I know that my colleagues are there for me”.

Inside - police headquarters
Chief of Police I want them all out. Noone sleeps tonight. We’re not running a show here.  If they want it like that I’m not letting them reck the city again. Noone’s sitting on my neck again. Chief of Police I think it’s best this way.

Assistant to the CoP Good thinking, sir.

Chief of Police Yeahhh! Do that and some mouths will shut up.

George They’re doing the same thing again Cathy.
Cathy We can’t just stand here and watch it happen all over again. We simply can’t.

Meanwhile the police officer involved in the shooting of the 17-year-old anarchist on Monday is being treated for metatraumatic stress.

Pete What happened? Who did this?

News flash

We interrupt this programme with some serious developments in the case of Adam Palussi. The Chief of Police gave in his resignation to the Prime Minister early this morning. The reason for the resignation, which the PM accepted unconditionally was claimed to be personal while reporters swarming outside his office door since late last night say the resignation comes as a result of the many serious incidents and breaches of justice following the death of Adam Palussi as long as a number of riotous demonstrations in the streets of the country during the past week.

“Protesters will never feel relieved and tension will not be contained unless the impunity enjoyed by the police officers is done away with once an for all and the authorities do their job and acknowledge their faults as well as take on the task of holding the right people responsible”, said George Calinski, head of the spontaneous demonstration formed after the near death of a number of students who were brutally attacked by the police while peacefully protesting inside their school in the Mayson area late last night. George Calinski is the father of 15-year-old David Calinski, who lost his life by the gunfire of a police officer during the national celebration of 1994. The police officer responsible for his death has been acquitted.
