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Fade in. Scene One. The bedroom.

A woman wakes up. She opens the door and steps outside. The house is placed near the sea. She takes a big plastic beach ball and sits on the sand. She stares at the sea. She brings her mouth close to the cap that is attached to the air hole. But to our surprise, she doesn’t blow up the ball. She starts inhaling bit by bit the air that’s inside. She closes her eyes and she smiles. She is inhaling the air. She tries to hold the air inside her lungs for as long as possible. 

Scene two. 

She remembers something.

We watch that memory in black and white. It’s a funeral. 

Scene three. 

We return to the present. She breathes the air from the ball one more time. She smiles but at the same time a tear drops from her eye. 

Scene four. 

She remembers again.

Again, in black and white, we watch her husband blowing up the ball at the beach. It’s the two of them. They play together looking happy.

Scene five.

We return to the present. She looks at the sea. She closes her eyes and we hear in whisper: “I want to feel your breath in my mouth..”
