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1. EXT. EVRIPIDOY STR. – CENTRE OF ATHENS. SUNDOWN
The street is full of people.  Most of them are immigrants.  They are packing up their stores in a hurry.  Boxes and flower pots are being stacked on top of each other and shoved in their small stores.  A few junkies hide themselves under cardboard boxes.
Suddenly the sound of a repetitive siren goes off.

2. EXT. KOUMOUNDOUROU SQUARE – CENTRE OF ATHENS. SUNDOWN
Zaheen (13), an immigrant, runs into the square as if someone is after him.   He looks for a good spot to hide.  

Suddenly he notices he is surrounded by a bright repetitive glow (like a broken florescent light).   People around him run about anxiously. 

He runs towards Evripidou street.

3. EXT. THEATRE SQUARE – CENTRE OF ATHENS. SUNDOWN
Nikos (14) sits on the front steps of an old building in the square.  His face is hidden behind his hands, which rest on his knees.  His is moving backwards and forwards like an autistic.  
The same quivering light surrounds him.

4. EXT. EVRIPIDOU STREET. SUNDOWN
Zaheen runs on Evripidou Street towards the Theatre Square.  
All the shop owners gather their things faster as if something is chasing them.  They lock their shops, enter their houses, others lock themselves in their cars and drive away as fast they can.  The road remains empty.

On the wall of the first house on the street, where Zaheen came from, a shadow is formed, which like fog covers over the façade.
The road darkens.  A chilling alien sound is heard.  
Women/Men, Greeks/Immigrants that live in the high buildings that surround the road shut of their windows and shutters and lock them.  The sound of the doors being locked sounds like gunfire.

The siren sounds once more and then it stops, so does the flickering light.  Zaheen turns left into the Theatre square.
5. EXT. THEATRE SQUARE / KONTZIA SQUARE. SUNDOWN
Nikos gets up, looks around him and runs as if someone is chasing him.  He looks behind him; we see a figure chasing him.  He runs between the streets in the empty market towards Kontzia Square.  Some parts look scarier than others.  However, all of them are empty.  He feels uncomfortable.
He has begun to sweat.  He looks behind him, we see the person who is chasing him - it’s Zaheen, he is closer, his facial expression is something between angry/scared.  He is trying desperately to reach him.
Nikos tries to run faster, he reaches Kontzia square.  It’s empty.  He looks around as if he is searching for something.  He sees ahead of him the spot he has been looking for, and runs towards it.  He reaches the spot and hides behind a bin.  
A few seconds later we see the Zaheen’s legs walk around the bin.  Nikos who is still hiding behind it tries to understand where Zaheen is exactly.  
He stares to his right, sees no one.  He stares to his left, sees no one.  He stares across to the National bank of Greece main entrance.  He takes the decision, rises slowly and suddenly runs towards the main entrance steps, from behind we hear Zaheen approaching.  Zaheen is shaking his hands with menace.  Nikos doesn’t stop.  
Nikos reached the steps, looks behind him towards Zaheen.  He smiles and touches the door – 

NIKOS
(in sign language) 
It!  I got here first!  You’re It!
The boy who was chasing him seems very scared, he runs up the steps.  Nikos turns all serious. 
NIKOS
(in sign language) 
What happened?
BOY 
(in sign language) 
The siren went off…
Didn’t you see it?
NIKOS





I was counting….

Both kids panic, they try and open the Bank’s main entrance.  A huge shadow covers them from behind.  
They both start banging on the door.  No one answers.
The boys fall on the knees and hug each other.  Both of them, gooey eyed and terrified.  
They let the shadow take over.  
The chilling alien sound is heard once more. 
Nikos shuts his eyes.
Black.
